Workshop on
Prospects of coordinated development 

in the Eurasian socio-economic space

IIASA, Wodak Room, 17 November, 2012
Minutes

The goal of the workshop was to discuss a plan for setting up a new IIASA-based research project addressing the key issues of socio-economic development in Eurasia. It is expected that Russia and Ukraine, a traditional bridge between Europe and Asia, will be a special focal point in the project. In this connection, recent results obtained within the on-going research program “Prospects of Coordinated Socio-economic Development of Russia and Ukraine in a European Context” supported by the Presidium of the Russian Academy of Sciences under IIASA’s coordination, were presented at the workshop.

Nebojsa Nakicenovic opened the workshop. Arkady Kryazhimskiy presented the goal of the workshop.
In Session 1 – Key challenges in development of the Eurasian socio-economic space – chaired by Peter Havlik, Viktor Kremenyuk spoke about political aspects of coordinated development; Chihiro Watanabe addressed the issues of institutional innovation, global dependence on IT and shifts in the consumption paradigm; Gui-Ying Cao focused on post-soviet and continental integration processes including international trade, international transportation projects and migration; Guenther Fischer presented challenges in land use and water management, and EU’s and China’s approached in management of sustainable growth; Nadezhda Komendantova spoke about decarbonization of electricity production in Europe and associated large-scale projects in the Mediterranean region; Leena Ilmola focused on impacts of global challenges such as stagnation of the economy and technological change; and Alexey Gvishiani argued on the definition of the Eurasian socio-economic space and on the key issues, including energy and migration, to be addressed in this context.

In Session 2 – Russian and Ukrainian views. 1 – chaired by Alexey Gvishiani, Valery Heyets highlighted recent results of macroeconomic assessment of the outcomes of Ukraine’s collaboration with the Customs Union and spoke about policy trends; and Yuri Ermoliev presented studies on integrated modeling for food, energy and water security management, carried out under the framework of the on-going project between IIASA and the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine.
In Session 3 – Russian and Ukrainian views. 2 – chaired by Arkady Kryazhimskiy, recent results obtained within the on-going research program “Prospects of Coordinated Socio-economic Development of Russia and Ukraine in a European Context” supported by the Presidium of the Russian Academy of Sciences under IIASA’s coordination, were reported. Vladimir Likhachev presented research on future energy scenarios on the Russian-Ukrainian space; Dmitry Efremenko spoke about scenarios of integration between EU, Ukraine and Russia; Darya Ushkalova characterized Russia’s and Ukraine’s participation in integration processes emerging in the context of formation of a Eurasian space; Maria Zotova focused on development of integration processes in neighboring regions of Russia and Ukraine; Sergey Aseev and Alexander Tarasyev demonstrated applications of mathematical analyses of models of optimal economic growth; Vyacheslav Maksimov presented the structure and application of a model of regional development in a global context; Viktor Getmanov and Shamil Bogoutdinov presented a unified Russian-Ukrainian GIS and data base and demonstrated an application of artificial intelligence techniques to analyses of regional data; and Alexey Gvishiani spoke about principles of data collection for Eurasia. 
Session 4 – Planning – chaired by Viktor Kremenyuk, was organized as a brainstorming session. All the workshop participants proposed ideas on the research focus in a future IIASA-based project on prospects of coordinated development in the Eurasian socio-economic space. It was agreed that by March 2013 the workshop participants will work out a project proposal specifying the project’s goals and research plan. The proposal will be submitted to the IIASA Director/CEO in April 2013.
