Entrepreneurship at a Glance, presents an original collection of indicators for measuring the state of entrepreneurship, along with key facts and explanations of the policy context. This third issue features a special chapter on the profile of the entrepreneur, as well as longer time series and breakdowns by sector for the main indicators.

 

Entrepreneurship at a Glance is a product of the OECD-Eurostat Entrepreneurship Indicators Programme, which is a long-term programme of internationally-comparable policy-relevant entrepreneurship statistics. The work involves developing harmonised definitions and methodologies for computing entrepreneurship indicators, and engaging countries and National Statistical Offices in the collection of data.
