	CONCURRENT SESSIONS 
There are two categories of concurrent sessions: 

1) Academic research on energy economics, and 

2) practical case studies involving applied energy economics or commentary on current energy-related issues. 

The latter category aims to encourage participation not only from industry but also from the financial, analyst and media/commentator communities. Presentations are intended to facilitate the sharing of both academic and professional experiences and lessons learned. It is unacceptable for a presentation to overtly advertise or promote proprietary products and/or services. Student Poster Session & Competition 
The Student Poster Session is designed to enable students to present their current research or case studies directly to interested conference delegates in a specially designed open networking environment. Abstracts for the poster session must be submitted by the regular abstract deadline and must be relevant to the conference theme. The abstract format for the Poster Session is identical to that for papers. Poster presenters whose abstracts are accepted should submit a final version of the poster electronically (in pdf format) by August 31, 2017 for publication in the online conference proceedings. Posters for actual presentation at the conference must be brought directly to the conference venue on the day of presentation and must be in either ANSI E size (34in. x 44in.) or ISO A0 size (841mm x 1189mm) in portrait or landscape format. Posters and the presentations will be judged at the conference by an independent panel as part of a Best Poster Competition. 

Presenter attendance at the conference 
At least one author of an accepted paper or poster must pay the registration fees and attend the conference to present the paper. The corresponding author submitting the abstract must provide complete contact details-mailing address, phone, fax, e-mail, etc. Authors will be notified by July 28, 2017, of the status of their presentation. All accepted abstracts will be published in the online conference proceedings while authors wishing to publish full papers can do so if desired. Authors whose abstracts are accepted will have until August 31, 2017, to submit their final papers for publication in the online conference proceedings. While multiple submissions by individuals or groups of authors are welcome, the abstract selection process will seek to ensure as broad participation as possible: each author may present only one paper at the conference. No author should submit more than one abstract as its single author. If multiple submissions are accepted, then a different author w ill be required to pay the registration fee and present each paper or poster. Otherwise, authors will be contacted and asked to drop one or more paper(s) for presentation.

Keynote plenary sessions - October 13&14 @ 8 a.m. 

Plenary Session 1: Geopolitical Impacts on the Energy Sector in Eurasia - Oct.13 @ 9 a.m. 
How is the lack of cohesion due to local conflicts and political issues impacting energy in Eurasia? Is it possible to find a balance in access to resources and access to markets? Is the granting of reasonable, predictable terms of access and having an equitable, transparent resource management policy the key to efficient energy in Eurasia? What are the opportunities that exist and should be supported in order to tap in the synergies of Eurasia's energy? 

Plenary Session 2: Economics of Oil and Gas (Upstream, Midstream, Downstream) - Oct.13 @ 2 p.m. 
Is the petroleum industry capable of matching the pace of advancement of technologies in other energy sectors and stay competitive? Are policies helping or hurting the industry? Is the petroleum industry going to suffer segmentation because of the uneven patterns of change and their consequences for the industry's subsectors? What are the real challenges to the petroleum industry of Eurasia and how can these challenges be met? 

Plenary Session 3: Renewables in Eurasia - October 14 @ 9 a.m. 
What are the advantages of renewable energy in Eurasia that could help it increase its share? Is renewable energy competitive cost-wise to other energy and what technology advancements could be expected to further lower its cost? What barriers does renewable energy face? Are energy efficiency and renewable energy policy goals aligned? Is it possible to find synergies between renewable energy and fossil energy? What regulatory and policy challenges does renewable energy face in Eurasia? 

Abstract Format 
Authors wishing to make concurrent session presentations must submit an abstract that briefly describes the research or case study to be presented. 

The abstract must be no more than two pages in length and must include the following sections: 

a. Overview of the topic including its background and potential significance 

b. Methodology: how the matter was addressed, what techniques were used 

c. Results: Key and ancillary findings 

d. Conclusions: Lessons learned, implications, next steps 

e. References (if any)

	Best Student Paper Award Competition: Win a $1,000 Prize!
A Best Student Paper Award (the "Award") and a Prize of $1,000 (one thousand US Dollar) will be given the winner of a competition among students at the 2nd IAEE Eurasian Conference. The Conference will convene at the Faculty of Economics and Business, University of Zagreb, on 12-14 October 2017. 

To be eligible to participate in the competition for the Award and the Prize, applicants must be at the time of the Conference students pursuing applied energy research in a graduate (Master) or a post-graduate (Ph.D.) program at a recognized institution of higher learning, who attend the Conference in person and participate in it by either submitting a contribution to one of the Conference's Concurrent Sessions or to the Student Poster Session, and personally presenting the paper or the poster to the Conference. 

Submitted papers or posters for the Award and the Prize must meet the following criteria: 

1. The paper or the poster is the result of original research carried out during 2015-2017, wherein the main contribution of the candidate is clearly demonstrated. 

2. In co-authored papers or posters, all the authors must apply jointly to the competition for the Award and the Prize, and by applying agree to divide the Prize equally between all authors in case their submission wins the competition. 

3. The research findings have not been published before as journal articles or other academic publications (with the exception of master's and Ph.D. thesis). 

The winner of the Award and the Prize will be publicly declared during the Gala Dinner at the Conference on October 13, 2017.
