RESOLUTION

Meetings of the session 06.06.2025 "Environmental Development of the
BRICS countries: problems and challenges"”, held in the Moscow State Institute
(University) of International Relations (MGIMO) under the Ministry for foreign
affairs of the Russian Federation within the framework of the International Forum
"BRICS countries: environmental aspects of development and cooperation™

1. Session participants,

- discussing key issues of environmental development and cooperation
among the BRICS countries,

- recognizing the need to develop cooperation and coordination of the
activities of business entities of the member states in choosing priorities for joint
activities, in integrating competencies and information resources, in developing
methodologies, methodologies, decision support systems and other areas of
interaction;

- addressing interested and responsible BRICS institutions, research centers
and leading universities,

- aware of their responsibility, express their interest and willingness to
participate in actions aimed at the environmental development of countries and the
search for solutions in ensuring safe and sustainable development of their nations.

2. The participants of the session note that the goals can be reached on the
basis of interaction between the parties, based on communication and promotion of
intensive and effective interaction on the key issues of environmental development
and cooperation between the BRICS, promoting implementation of programs and
projects.

3. The session participants emphasize the need to combine the efforts of the
BRICS in forming unified approaches to rational and safe environmental
management aimed at assessing the state of the environment, identifying
environmental factors, possible consequences and results, taking them into account
In management decisions.

In order to achieve a unified understanding of existing environmental
problems and identify unified approaches to rational and safe environmental
management, agree with the thesis that the indicator processes characterizing the
current environmental situation are:

a) transition of renewable resources into non-renewable ones and the
disruption of biogeochemical cycles that support:
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- soil condition,

- renewal of clean water supplies,

- diversity of the living world,

- constancy of the atmospheric gas composition;

b) electronic information shock of mankind;

c) poisoning of the intercellular environment of living organisms and
avalanche mutation of their genomes as a result of the pressure of an unfavorable
environment.

The strategic directions for coordinating the efforts of the BRICS countries
are considered to slow down to a complete blockade of these processes and
eliminate the existing consequences of their negative effects on the quality and
quantity of human capital. In order to minimize endoecological poisoning of the
intercellular environment and increase the bioavailability of nutrients and oxygen,
the daily diet should include drinking water and other elements with proven
properties of stimulating the removal of toxins of various etiologies from the
intercellular matrix.

4. The participants of the session consider it necessary:

- development of the joint scientific, expert and information infrastructure of
the BRICS countries in order to develop and implement joint projects and
programs in the field of environmental development and cooperation;

- development of joint scientific research in the field of environmental
development and cooperation;

- coordination of research on priority thematic areas directly related to the
development and implementation of strategic projects and programs of BRICS
environmental cooperation;

- promotion of expert knowledge in the mass media in order to form a
scientifically based public opinion on topical issues of environmental development
and cooperation between the BRICS countries;

- support the formation of the BRICS environmental platform aimed at
enhancing multilateral international cooperation between partner countries in the
scientific and practical field,

— development of a program (roadmap) for the implementation of the goals
and objectives of information and analytical environmental cooperation of the
BRICS countries.

- expansion of cooperation between the government and business in the field
of research and popularization of environmental aspects of interaction between the
parties.
