
Information letter

On November 26-28, 2025, Moscow will host the VIII International Scientific and Practical Conference "Greater Eurasia: National and Civilizational Aspects of Development and Cooperation." 
The conference is organized by the University of World Civilizations, the Eurasian Information and Analytical Consortium, the Scientific Council of the Russian Academy of Sciences on Complex Problems of Eurasian Economic Integration, Modernization, Competitiveness and Sustainable Development, the Russian Center for Scientific Information, the Information and Analytical Center "Science" of the Russian Academy of Sciences, the National Committee for BRICS Research, MGIMO of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Russia, MIREA – The Russian Technological University, the Russian Presidential Academy of National Economy and Public Administration, Belarusian State University of Economics, the Institute of Philosophy of the National Academy of Sciences of Belarus, the National Research Institute of Public Health, the Russian Research Institute of Economics, Politics and Law in the Scientific and Technical Field, the International Research Institute of Management Problems, the Heritage of Russia Foundation. The conference is being held with the participation of the Free Economic Society of Russia, the Russian Union of Scientific and Engineering Public Associations and the Assembly of the Peoples of Eurasia. 
The purpose of the conference is a constructive discussion of key issues of socio-economic, innovative, technological, spiritual and humanitarian development of the countries of Greater Eurasia, strategies and mechanisms of international cooperation, integration and disintegration processes taking place in the modern world, presentation of results and prospects in the field of international economic, innovative, technological, scientific, environmental and cultural cooperation of the countries of Greater Eurasia. 
Special attention in the work of the Conference is expected to be paid to:

Please send the texts of reports for publication in the form of scientific articles in the amount of 10 to 30 thousand characters (including spaces) at a time convenient for the authors to coopinion@mail.ru (with a mandatory copy to the address coopumc@yandex.ru) until December 27, 2025. A4 page format. Font – Times New Roman, font size – 12. Line spacing – one and a half. The indentation of 1 line of a paragraph is 1.25. Footnotes and references to sources are page–by-page. References are listed at the end of the article. Tables and figures are embedded in the text of the article (it is not allowed to present tables and figures in landscape format. Tables should have a title placed above the table field, and figures should have captions. When using several tables and/or figures in an article, their numbering is mandatory. The colors used in diagrams and drawings should be distinguishable in black and white. Each drawing should be grouped. After the title of the article, it is necessary to provide in English a list of keywords that fully reflect its content. Materials containing elements of plagiarism will not be published. 
In order to interact and collaborate with colleagues and interested organizations, the authors can indicate their email address in a 1-page note, briefly outline their professional interests and the priority thematic areas of their organization.
